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Your trust is very important to us. This means the BBC is committed to protecting the privacy and security of your personal data. It is important that you read this notice so that you are aware of how and why we are using such information. This privacy notice describes how we collect and use personal data about you during and after your relationship with us, in accordance with data protection law.

Why are we doing this and how can you participate?
Alongside the traditional BBC Children and Education commissioning process, we would like to co-develop new ideas with emerging creative talent. 

We’re looking for submissions from animation studios, Indies, sole creators, or anything in-between. If you’re a sole creator, we can help you find a creative team to help build authentic and engaging characters and stories for children in the UK and around the world. Whatever your level of experience, we want to see your idea, with a view to developing it into an Industry Standard proof of concept, with living, breathing characters in a world that children will love. 

You may submit up to three ideas for an animated series, targeting young audiences. Your submission can include both illustration and narrative but should be no longer than one (1) page of A4. If you’d like to submit an idea, please submit your one-pager via the Uploader.  

A shortlist of up to fifteen (15) ideas will be selected from the submissions for the initial phase of development and successful applicants will be required to enter into an agreement with us for the development.

The BBC will collect your personal data via an online platform used by the BBC. 

For information in relation to how the BBC will process your personal data where you are providing contributions to our programmes, please see our Privacy Notice for Contributors.

What personal data will BBC collect and how will we use it?
The BBC will collect and process the personal data that you have provided to us within your submission for the purposes of selecting ideas and commissioning work to develop BBC animations for children. 

Personal data:
You must be 18 years or older to submit an animated series idea.   

The BBC will collect and process the following personal data about you:
· Your full name
· The name of your studio/company
· Confirmation you meet all conditions of entry (including confirmation that you are aged 18 or older)
· Your phone number and your email address (you may be asked to provide further contact information, if your submission is shortlisted) 
· Your proposal 

Who is the Data Controller?
The BBC is the “data controller” of your personal data. This means that the BBC decides what your personal data is used for, and the ways in which it is processed. For the avoidance of doubt, your personal data will be collected and processed solely for the purposes set out in this privacy notice. As the data controller, the BBC has the responsibility to comply, and to demonstrate compliance with, data protection law.

Lawful basis for processing your personal data
The lawful basis on which the BBC processes the personal data is performance of its public task. The BBC’s role is to act in the public interest and to serve all audiences with content which informs, educates, and entertains, and to reflect the United Kingdom and its cultures and values to the world.  This includes creating content to support learning for people of all ages and showing the most creative, highest quality and distinctive output and services. 

Sharing your personal data 
The BBC works with our approved third-party providers who help us to provide some of our services. These partners only use your personal data on behalf of the BBC and not independently of the BBC. 

We may share personal data with a third party where required or permitted by law. 

Retaining your personal data
The BBC will keep applicants’ personal data and proposals that have been submitted for a period of nine (9) months after the submission deadline, unless we inform you otherwise or contractual arrangements are entered into.  

Your personal data will be stored in the UK and the EEA (European Economic Area).  

Your rights and more information
You have rights under data protection law:
· You can request a copy of the personal data the BBC stores about you.
· You have the right to request that we rectify any inaccurate or incomplete personal data that we hold about you.
· You have the right to ask for the personal data we collect about you to be deleted, however there are limitations and exceptions to this right which may entitle the BBC to refuse your request. 
· In certain circumstances, you have the right to restrict the processing of your personal data or to object to the processing of your personal data. 
· You have the right to ask that we transfer the personal data to you or to another organisation, in certain circumstances.
