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HOW TO PLANT A CONTAINERISED TREE/SHRUB.

1. Water plant before planting and allow to drain.
2. Dig a hole twice the size and twice the depth of the pot the plant is growing in.
3. Fork in a mixture of compost matter and granular fertiliser into the bottom of the hole.
4. Add some more of this mixture to the soil taken out of the hole.
5. Remove the plant from the container.
6. Remove any weed or moss growth from the surface of the root ball.
7. If the roots are intertwined then tease them apart.

8. Place the plant into the hole and slowly fill in with the compost/soil mixture.
9. Once planted firm down the soil and then water in.
10. Keep plant moist until established.
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
