A logline is one or two sentences which clearly and succinctly tell us who and what
the story is about (maximum 400 characters including spaces). For advice on writing
loglines please read this blog post. 400 characters including spaces is around 60 —
100 words but please make your logline as concise as possible.

4. Medium

“Television” will be automatically selected. Scripts written for Theatre, Radio, Film
or any other medium apart from television are not eligible for this opportunity.

5. *Genre

Select either Drama or Comedy/Drama

6. Additional Writers

We will accept scripts which are co-written by a maximum of two writers. If entering
as a writing pair, both entrants must meet the entry requirements. For the purposes
